SAMPLE DECOLONIAL DILEMMA (C) – CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

SCENARIO:
You are in a practicum at a primary school in a country in the Global South. You witness a local teacher using corporal punishment to disciple a student. You know that corporal punishment is not legal or allowed in the country. You see that the student is physically hurt by the punishment. The other students in the class are quiet and do not intervene. 

DISCUSSION POINTS FOR STUDENTS:
· What dilemmas does the scenario raise?
· How do you react in the situation? 
· How do you manage your reaction? 
· What are the potential consequences if you intervene? If you do not intervene? If you say something after class to the teacher? If you do not say anything?
· With whom do you discuss the episode? Someone in your local context? Someone in your home context?


DECOLONIAL PROMPTS FOR FACILITATOR:
· Is it appropriate for you to intervene at all as an outsider?
· Do you have a moral obligation to intervene, even if you are told that it is tradition or a cultural norm in the school?
